Promotion of Excellence Award
This award is in recognition of a new or existing methodology.  Topics change each year based on current events. Past topics have included Best Use of Technology, Best Email Campaign, Best Promotion of a New Program, Best Web Design, Best Admitted Student Event, Branding a Graduate School or Program, and Social Media.  The winning entry will most clearly demonstrate best practices for other graduate enrollment management professionals.  The topic for submissions for 2012 is:   Defining Value Beyond the Classroom:  Unifying the Academic and Extracurricular Experience.”  Submissions should demonstrate how a project or initiative enrolled and retained more graduate students by connecting them to the campus community beyond an academic program. These initiatives could involve service learning activities, professional work experiences, financial aid initiatives, ambassador programs, recreational programs, veteran outreach programs, and more. Initiatives that are employed during the pre-enrollment phase to grow enrollments or as retention activities are eligible for this award.
Entrants are asked to submit materials (printed, electronic, written, and/or graphic) which demonstrate how the graduate school or program has distinguished itself from the greater entity in/with which it exists.  For example, how does a graduate school distinguish itself from the main university; or how does an individual program define itself within the graduate school; free standing programs/schools should demonstrate how they distinguish themselves from similar entities.

Submissions should clearly identify the school or program as well as the larger entity. 

The process of creating a separate identity and brand should be clearly described and may include a history of the branding process as well as future plans. Methods used to distinguish the school/program may include visual distinctions such marketing materials, advertisements, publications, electronic media, etc.   An explanation of the challenges faced and overcome in establishing identity should be included as well as an evaluation of the effectiveness of the brand/identity.
